| believe in God the Father; in His Son, Jesus Christ; and in the Holy Spirit.
| accept the death of Jesus to pay for my sins.
| accept the new heart Jesus gives me in place of my sinful heart.

| believe that Jesus is in heaven as my best friend and that He gives me the Holy Spirit so |
can obey Him.

| believe God gave me the Bible as my most important guidebook.

By God living in me, | want to obey the Ten Commandments, which include the observance
of the seventh day of the week as the Sabbath.

| want to help as many people as possible to be ready for the soon coming of Jesus.

| believe God gives special abilities to His people, and that the Spirit of Prophecy is given to
His chosen people.

| want to help God’s church with my influence, effort, and money.
